James Gaudi is a Southern California based composer and trumpet player
working in film, animation, interactive media, and concert music. His music
emphasizes emotional clarity, psychological depth, and orchestral color, in-
formed by a range of orchestral traditions. He holds a bachelors degree in
trumpet performance from the Bob Cole Conservatory of Music (California
State University, Long Beach) and is active as both a composer and educator
in the San Diego area.

Hangzhong Lian (b. 2002) is a Chinese composer whose work navigates the
intersection of rigorous algorithmic logic and immediate sensory impact.
Having earned his Master's degree from the Boston Conservatory at Berklee,
where he studied with Dan VanHassel and Eun Young Lee, he will begin his
doctoral studies at McGill University under the supervision of Philippe Leroux
in the fall of 2026.

Lian's practice integrates the temporal logic of film montage with spectral
harmony and just intonation, employing expert systems to map mathematical
and non-musical data into musical gestures of extreme contrast. Attentive
to the sculpting of sound and texture in every parameter, he crafts a musical
language in which structural precision and sonic intuition exist in a state of
dramatic tension. His music has been featured at international venues in-
cluding the International Computer Music Conference, New York City Electro-
acoustic Music Festival, Electronic Music Midwest, Bled Contemporary Mu-
sic Week, Avanti Summer Sounds Festival, VIPA Festival, Festival Mixtur, Lviv
Philharmonic Society, and the Boston Conservatory New Music Festival. His
works have been performed by ensembles such as the Mivos Quartet, Avan-
ti! Chamber Orchestra, Barcelona Modern Ensemble, KLK Ensemble, Boston
Conservatory Composers Orchestra, and the Boston Conservatory Wind En-
semble, as well as by soloists Dan Lippel and Oren Fader. Lian was a Special
Mention recipient in the Bruno Maderna International Composers’ Competi-
tion (2025, Ukraine) and awarded Second Prize at the MaestrosVision Com-
position Award (2022, China).

Lian is also a programmer working in Common Lisp and Python. He devel-
ops bespoke tools for computer-assisted composition and analysis, includ-
ing automated harmonization systems, computational models for harmonic
stability, and cross-modal frameworks that generate musical gestures from
visual and mathematical data. His research has been presented at academic
conferences hosted by the Central Conservatory of Music, the China Conser-
vatory of Music, and the Chinese National Academy of Arts.

Aaro Pertmann studied music theory in Tallinn Georg Ots Music School and at the
same time composition under Alo Példmae. In 1996, Pertmann graduated from
the Estonian Academy of Music in composition as a student of Eino Tamberg.
In 2008, he graduated from University of Tartu's Open University Study Form in
history.

Pertmann’s works have been performed by girls' choir Ellerhein, Latvian National
Symphony Orchestra, Sofia Philharmonic Orchestra, Lviv KLK Symphony Orches-
tra, N6mme City Orchestra, Tallinn Saxophone Quartet, New Tallinn Trio, cellists
Part Tarvas, Andreas Lend, pianists Mati Mikalai and Martti Raide, saxophonist
Virgo Veldi, harpist Tatjana Lepnurm, soprano Pille Lill, baritones Villu Valdmaa,
Atlan Karp and others. His music has been presented in several places in Estonia,
mainly at the Estonian Music Days Festival. Abroad, Pertmann's work has been
performed in Latvia, Norway, Ukraine, Bulgaria, Belgium, Switzerland, Lithuania,
Austria and Italy.

Recognitions: Pertmann’s choral work “Magnificat” won the lll prize at the Esto-
nian Female Song Society's competition for new choral songs in 1997. In 2001,
orchestral work Serenade was awarded the Il prize at the composition contest
Sinfonia Baltica organized by Latvian National Symphony Orchestra in Riga. Meet-
ings in the Dreams got the Ill prize at the contest for new organ pieces organized
by Parnu Organ Festival and Tallinn Organ Festival in 2007.

Pertmann's Piano Sonatina No. 3 reached among finalists at the "Maurice Ravel”
International Composition Contest in Bergamo in 2016 in the category of works
for solo intrument. In 2022, the orchestra piece Stellar Sonata was premiered in
Bulgaria by the Sofia Philharmonic Orchestra. Four times, the composer’s cham-
ber pieces have been played at the Osmose Festival in Brussels. Pertmann's
works have also been played at the KLK New Music forums in Lviv, Ukraine.

Songwriting Contest, FilmHaus Berlin, Lonely Wolf, Europe Movie Music
Awards, Independent Filmmakers Showcase, US, Maverick Movie Award,
Global Music Awards, Toronto International Film Festival, Emmy Award (best
music Entertainment Experience project), Worldfest-Houston International
Film Festival and The World Entertainment awards.

Guy composes emotional orchestral music with modern percussion and
memorable, heart-swelling themes. His feature film credits include See Me
Once More My Dear Kid, Snow White, numerous documentaries, action films,
drama films, nature programs, TV and TV mini-series. Founder of the GR
Music & Film Group, Renardeau’s studios in America and France are hubs
of creativity.

Panagiotis Botzios (b. 1994, Germany) is a Greek composer and electric gui-
tarist whose work spans solo to orchestral music, with recent focus on as-
tronomical data sonification and immersive simulations using Unreal Engine.
He is the creator of the installation series Portal (since 2018) and PendelUm
00:00 (since 2023), presented at venues and festivals including ZKM Next
Generation (Karlsruhe), Brahms Festival, Klangtauchen, Gerauschkunstfesti-
val, Nordic Film Days Lubeck, and HanseKulturFestival (Liibeck).

In 2022, he made his international debut at the Princess Galyani Vadhana In-
ternational Symposium in Bangkok with There's Something in the Woods, and
has appeared as a guitar soloist with the Duisburger Philharmoniker at the Ei-
genzeit Festival. He studied composition with Dieter Mack at the Musikhoch-
schule Libeck and completed his master's degree with Katharina Rosen-
berger in 2024.

His work has been developed in collaboration with ensembles including
Klangforum Wien, Reactive Ensemble, Tacet(i) Ensemble, and the aktapha
Ensemble. He participated in the Delian Academy for New Music (Tinos),
where he received the lannis Xenakis memorial scholarship, as well as the
Building Performance Practices workshop (Athens), and the IntAct Festival at
the Bangkok Art and Culture Centre in 2024 and 2025. Most recently, he took
part in the outHEAR New Music Week Symposium and Masterclass 2026 in
Thessaloniki.

Ms. Delcy, also known as Lady K, is a Haitian-American composer, writer, con-
ductor, cultural diplomat, and arts leader whose work engages contemporary
classical music, theater, and cross-cultural storytelling.

Born in Haiti and raised between Haiti and the United States, she began her
artistic journey at the age of three through poetry, movement, and theater.
Her earliest experiences with composition emerged in childhood through vivid
dreams in which melodies appeared with striking clarity, forming the foundation
of her intuitive musical language. By her early years in New York, she was al-
ready active as a performer and writer, earning recognition in local competitions
and developing a strong artistic profile in both music and drama.

Her compositional work includes a residency with the Turkish-American Orches-
tra, where she developed orchestral repertoire in collaboration with professional
ensembles. Her research extends into ethnomusicology, with a focus on rhythm
as musical identity, presented at the Manhattan School of Music and Heidelberg
University.

She is the founder and president of Vox Feminarum, an international nonprofit
dedicated to promoting the work of women composers through performance,
education, and collaboration. She is also the founder and CEO of Echelon Press
Magazine & Radio, a multimedia platform that supports artists through inter-
views, press campaigns, and global visibility initiatives. In addition, she is the
founder and director of Lady K Maison des Arts, an arts and cultural corporation
focused on global partnership and cultural diplomacy.

Her work spans orchestral, vocal, and theatrical forms, shaped by a strong
cross-cultural artistic perspective. She has received numerous awards and dis-
tinctions in composition and artistic leadership, with projects presented in major
venues including Carnegie Hall and The National Opera Center.
