The 16th “Dimitri Mitropoulos” International Competition makes a dynamic comeback,
twenty eight years after it was first introduced and fourteen years after its suspension.

It resets
Thessaloniki on the world map of orchestral music, by attracting emerging artists and sys-
tematically fostering mutual acquaintance and cooperation on a transnational scale.

The initiative of the Thessaloniki State Symphony Orchestra with regard to the regular
organization of the «Dimitri Mitropoulos» International Competition is supported by the
wishes of us all for success and undisturbed duration.

The well-organized Competition, the composition of the jury and, most importantly, the
number of participants from around the world are, after all, the most potent confirmation of
the Competition’s flare, and a firm guarantee for its establishment, once again, as a refer-
ence point for the music scene.

It has been 28 years since the first
“Dimitris Mitropoulos” competition was
organised by the Orchestra of Colours
in cooperation with the Athens Concert
Hall. The idea for the competition was
first conceived by the Artistic Direc-
tor of the Orchestra of Colours Yorgos
Kouroupos, with the full support of Mr.
Thanos Mikroutsikos, Minister of Cul-
ture at the time; a competition in the
name of the prominent Greek conduc-
tor and composer Dimitris Mitropou-
los, targeted at young conductors and
composers up to the age of 35. The competition was organised
every year alternatively for conductors and for composers and was
one of the most important international competitions of its kind.
Unfortunately, the economic crisis that hit Greece led many cultural
organisations, including the Orchestra of Colours, to suspend their
activities. As a result, the last competition was held in 2010.
Personally, as the permanent conductor of the Orchestra of Col-
ours, not only have | had the opportunity to oversee all the “Dimitris
Mitropoulos” competitions for composition, but also | have been a
member of the evaluation committee of all the “Dimitris Mitropou-
los" competitions for conductors. Thus, | have been very closely in-
volved in the Competition and have seen the impact it has had on
the international music scene. In the past, notable artists have sat on
these evaluation committees, such as conductors Sir Nevill Mariner
and Claudio Simone or composers Luciano Berio, George Crumb
and Rodion Shchedrin. In addition, notable Greek concertmasters
and composers, such as Vasilis Christopoulos and Michalis Econo-
mou, have emerged and gained notability through the Competition.
Thus, | wholeheartedly welcome the decision of the TSSO Artistic
Director Simos Papanas to re-establish this institution and would
like to thank the Ministry of Culture for its crucial support, so that this
institution, which is so important for the Greek music stage, could
continue to operate and provide opportunities to young musicians
through the extraordinary Thessaloniki State Symphony Orchestra.
For this competition always was and will continue to be Greece's
window to the international music stage and an opportunity for
young Greek and foreign conductors and composers to spotlight
their work and realise their dreams.

Recent findings on a score that |
had apparently not opened since
the 90's, brought a lot to mind: First
of all, the fact that | would always
keep Dimitri Mitropoulos’ scores as
a savings vehicle. | considered it my
«good luck charm» as, in addition
to his musical wisdom, | truly ad-
mired his ethos, his modesty and his
selfless acts of charity. It turns out
that | was well compensated for my
choice, obviously not with the note |
discovered, but with the fact that to
date | have had the good fortune to
conduct music by Dimitri Mitropoulos in ten countries around the
world with twelve different great orchestras.

| was fortunate enough to study the Mitropoulos phenomenon in
depth through four different components: His scores, recordings of
his works (mostly by himself), recordings of his performances, and
surviving footage from his rehearsals and concerts. Only one word
always comes to mind whenever | recall such images: GENIUS. Not
the ordinary genius we occasionally encounter in art or science, but
a different, unique and eccentric genius, the result of an acute spirit.
You can see it in his eyes, when he conducts Liszt's «Faust» sym-
phony purely from memory in both rehearsal and concert. When he
asks the musicians to play with tense vibrato and «détaché» bow
strokes in the transcription of a simple, pristine masterpiece of the
Barogue era. Or even when the orchestra bursts with energy in the
1960 museum recording of Verdi's «The Force of Destiny». Also, in
the case of the climax in the transcription of Bach's fantasy and fugue
in B minor, where he himself -although a connoisseur of instrumen-
tation- asks the trumpets to play in high pitched thirty-second notes,
testing the endurance of the performers as well as their organs. Last-
ly, when he consciously chooses to start the journey to the afterlife,
not sitting on a couch at home as his doctors had recommended, but
dying on the podium.

In 2011, he became a
student at the Moscow Tchaikovsky Conservatory, where he
studied under Gennady Rozhdestvensky and graduated with
honors. During his student years, he assisted conductors such as
Gennady Rozhdestvensky, Yuri Temirkanov, Vladimir Jurowsky
and others. After his graduation, he was invited to the Moscow
Operetta Theatre, where he conducted classical masterpieces
(Die Fledermaus, Die Lustige Witwe), as well as modern
musicals. In 2018, he made his debut at the Salzburg Festival
as a finalist of the Nestlé & Salzburg Young Conductors Award

with the Camerata Salzburg. In 2019, Sergey was appointed
conductor at the Studio For New Music - a world-renowned
ensemble, specializing on avant-garde performances. Sergey
Akimov gave numerous Russian premieres of contemporary
compositions as well as the first performance of Gershwin’s
one-act opera Blue Monday and a chamber arrangement of
Le Sacre du Printemps by Stravinsky. He has created various
arrangements, including versions of symphonic works for
chamber orchestra such as“Petrushka” by Stravinsky, “Jazz-suite
No. 2" by Shostakovich and others.

The Thessaloniki State Symphony Orchestra is one of the major cultural
organizations in Greece and the most historic symphonic ensemble in
Northern Greece. It was founded in 1959, by the Greek-Cypriot composer
Solon Michaelides and it currently comprises 112 musicians.

The TSSO honorsiits role as a public organization by creating music at the
highest caliber in an accessible way, and with a range of activities which
include collaborations with highly acclaimed Greek and international
artists, the dissemination of Greek musical works, the fostering of
talented young Greek artists, as well as a variety of educational and
social projects.

When it comes to international discographic prowess, the TSSO is the
most notable symphonic ensemble in the country, as it records regularly
under world leading recording labels, such as EMI, BIS, NAXOS and
DEUTSCHE GRAMMOPHON.

The TSSO’s recordings have gained recognition through various
international prizes and laudatory reviews, pronouncing the orchestra
an ambassador of Greek culture and Greek musical heritage abroad.
International musical collaborations of the TSSO abroad have included
successful concerts in Berlin, Munich, Beijing, Sofia, Prague, Valencia,
Rome, Florence, Pistoia, Marseille, Strasbourg, Clermont-Ferrand,
Nicosia, Plovdiv etc., while the list of international artists that have
collaborated with the Orchestra features names such as L. Pavarotti, P.
